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How to Register for the SAT Exam
1.  Go online at collegeboard.org to register for the SAT tests

2.  A student profile and questionnaire is part of the initial registration process.  Complete the     

     information and answer the questions as best you can.  Much of the information is 

     optional and is used for statistical purposes only.  It is not a test and will not be used to 

     evaluate you.

3.  When prompted, you will need to enter:

· John Adams High School Code:  334392

· The 12-digit fee waiver code (the school code plus the pre-printed code)-enter it exactly how it appears

· Counselor’s Name-Mr. Dwyer

· Eligibility Criteria-choose the one that describes your situation
4.  You will be asked to select a test site and date for your exam.  John Adams HS may not 

     be available on your preferred date so you may have to select another high school as 

     your test site.

5. You will be prompted to upload a digital photo of yourself for security purposes.  Follow the   

     instructions for what qualifies as an acceptable photograph.  Your photo will appear on   

     your Admission Ticket and must match your accompanying photo ID on the day of the 

     test.

6.  Print your Admission Ticket, which will also contain information regarding your test site,   

     what to bring, and other test day information.

SAT fee waiver cards are distributed through the College Office.  The fee waiver allows students to register for the SAT tests without having to pay normal test fees.  A 12-digit fee waiver code is shown on the SAT fee waiver card. 
Please note that once you register for the SAT utilizing a fee waiver you will have access to all fee waiver benefits.  If you go to register for an additional exam, you will not need to provide a 2nd fee waiver.  However, you can only receive 2 SAT (with or without essay) and up to 6 SAT Subject Test fee waivers and once you register for an exam your fee waiver has been used, regardless of whether or not you actually attend the test.  Therefore, make sure you are committed to taking the exam on the date you choose, as again, you cannot receive more than two fee waivers for the SAT.

** Please note, If you qualify for, free or reduced price lunch based on the completion of a school lunch form and you participated in the April 2019 SAT Day exam, you should automatically have a fee waiver assigned to your account and will not need to enter a code.  In that case, you will be eligible for all fee waiver benefits. See Mr. Dwyer (Room 319) for questions and additional information.
